LINEAR REGRESSION PROJECT
This term students completed a project in which they used linear models to study many important real-world phenomena. They first found data on the internet and graphed a scatterplot to see what type of correlation their data had. Then, they found an equation for the line of best fit and graphed it on their scatterplots. After, they were able to make predictions about the past and the future using their equations.  They also found and analyzed the slope and correlation coefficient in context.  Some of the topics the students studied in this project include gas prices, the tiger population, minimum wage, the U.S. population, divorce rates, life expectancy, cost of college tuition, etc. 

SOLVING EQUATIONS
Students are currently exploring how to solve equations both graphically and algebraically. Students should notice that there are many different approaches to get to the correct solution. By using the TI-84 plus calculators in class, they can analyze graphs to help broaden their understanding of mathematics.

Helping Your Children Learn Mathematics
According to the U.S. Department of Education:

“In today’s highly competitive economy, solid skills in mathematics, including algebra, are necessities – not just for scientists and engineers, but for everyone.  Being proficient in mathematics helps to improve students’ college and career options and to increase their future income levels.  Beyond the education, career and economic benefits, a solid background in mathematics helps students to better understand their world and to become better citizens.
And whether or not you completely understand your child’s math assignments, you can still help as he or she progresses through school by asking the right questions, helping your child approach the problems with the right attitude, and getting extra help from the teacher or a tutor as needed.”

Points to keep in mind:

· Encourage your child to have a positive attitude toward learning mathematics.

· Stress the importance of effort.  Remind your child to face challenges positively and to see mathematics as an important subject.  “We So Can Do This!”

· Avoid statements like “I wasn’t good at math” or “Math is too hard.”

· Encourage your child to use the powerful tool of Google.

· Provide a quiet, conducive space in which students can focus.
